School response: Middle College High School has consistently prioritized investment of resources in
curricular and professional development programs over the past four years. For three of the past four
years, the chart below illustrates that MCHS has consistently spent at least 50% of operational dollars on
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direct instruction. In year three, Middle College High School entered into a Lease Purchase Agreement
for their new facility; part of that agreement was to fund a down payment for the facility, which is
distorting the percentage on facilities vs. other categories.

MCHS continues to have a strong fund balance with an estimated 190 days of cash. MCHS plans to invest
part of its fund balance into the new building once it is complete. Also, once the building is complete,
rent will increase from $26,000/year to $420,000/year with lease assistance only covering about 30% of
the cost. MCHS will leverage our fund balance to grow our enrollment to take full advantage of the new
facility and increase revenue to cover facilities expenses.
