SECTION I1I: NARRATIVE

BILL SUMMARY

Synopsis: House Bill 151 (HB151) would appropriate $50 thousand from the general fund to
the Human Services Department (HSD) in FY23 to contract with a behavioral health policy
expert to assist the “bridges across New Mexico behavioral health consortium” in developing
a statewide action plan to present to HSD and the legislature. Among its responsibilities, the
consortium would be required to develop a drug prevention program for first through twelfth
grade public school students, which may include volunteers from the community in a speaker
series and other age-appropriate programs.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

HB151 appropriates $50 thousand from the general fund to the HSD for expenditure in FY23.
Any unexpended or unencumbered balance remaining at the end of FY23 shall revert to the
general fund.

Members of the consortium not paid with public money would be entitled to per diem and
mileage as provided in the Per Diem and Mileage Act and would be prohibited from receiving
other compensation, perquisite, or allowance.

There are no fiscal implications for the Public Education Department (PED).
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES:

According to the 2019 Youth Risk and Resiliency Survey, 20.5 percent of New Mexico high
school students reported having their first drink of alcohol before age 13, compared with 15
percent nationally; 14.1 percent of New Mexico high school students reported they first tried
marijuana before age 13, compared with 5.6 percent nationally; and 8.4 percent of the state’s
high school students reported that they had tried cocaine, compared with 3.9 percent nationally.

Section 9-7-6.4 NMSA 1978 created an “interagency behavioral health purchasing collaborative”
consisting of department secretaries from multiple state agencies, health policy officials, the
governor’s office, and tribal entities, to plan, design, and direct a statewide behavioral health
system. The work of the interagency behavioral health purchasing collaborative may overlap
with the proposed bridges across New Mexico behavioral health consortium.

The PED School District Wellness Policy stipulates each school district may incorporate “life
skills” curriculum, which includes education on the prevention of risky behaviors such as alcohol
and drug use.

According to the U.S. Interagency Council on Homelessness, during the 2017-2018 school year,
10,683 public school students experienced homelessness at some point during the school year in
the state. Of those students, 1,058 were unsheltered and 1,055 were housed in temporary shelters.
Additionally, according to National Center for Homeless Education, the total number of public
school students who experienced homelessness in New Mexico rose to 11,588 during the 2018-
2019 school year.

ADMINISTRATIVE IMPLICATIONS

While the bill does not require PED representation, the sponsor of the bill may consider
including language asking the consortium to consult with PED regarding age- and
developmentally-appropriate content in the development of a drug prevention program.

HB151 would require the consortium to include bipartisan representation from both chambers
from the northern, central, and southern regions of the state; the New Mexico congressional
delegation; the administrative office of the courts; the business sector; and organizations whose
primary functions are behavioral health, housing, and homeless services.
