BILL SUMMARY 
 

Synopsis: 
$138.25 is appropriated from the general fund to the PED for expenditure in fiscal year 2020 to 
contract with a nonprofit organization to provide a bilingual science, technology, engineering 
and mathematics learning experience within a portable planetarium for public school students. 
 
FISCAL IMPLICATIONS  
No funds are allocated for installation, hardware maintenance, or software upgrades.  
 
Any unexpended or unencumbered balance remaining at the end of fiscal year 2020 shall revert to the 
general fund. 
 
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES 
The bill does not define the criteria for how the nonprofit organization will be selected, or the 
terms of the contract, including how the hardware and software will be maintained. 
 
PERFORMANCE IMPLICATIONS 
No accountability is included in the bill. There is no requirement for documenting the number of 
students, schools, and districts served, and student demographic information. There is no 
requirement to document gains in student content knowledge. 
 
ADMINISTRATIVE IMPLICATIONS 
The bill would require contracts administration from within PED’s existing resources.
