BILL SUMMARY

Synopsis: HB 639 would repeal the A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating Act (Sections 22-2E-1
through 22-2E-4 NMSA 1978)

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS
This bill does not include an appropriation.
SIGNIFICANT ISSUES

Under Section 1111(c) of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act as amended by the Every
Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), states are required to implement a statewide accountability
system that meaningfully differentiates school performance and identifies schools in need of
comprehensive or targeted support. The repeal of the A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating Act would
eliminate the current statutory requirement to include particular indicators in New Mexico’s
statewide accountability system, which is currently school grading. These indicators include the
growth of a school’s lowest twenty-fifth percentile of students. ESSA does require this specific
indicator.

Without the A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating Act in place, the minimum requirements for the
statewide accountability system would be those stipulated in ESSA. The New Mexico Public
Education Department (PED) would be required to implement a statewide accountability system
without local, statutory guidance. Repeal of the A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating Act would not
prevent PED from implementing a statewide accountability system that results in a summative
A-F letter grade for each school in the state.

A repeal of the A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating Act would eliminate the statutory options for the
parent of a student enrolled in a public school that has earned an F in the two of the last four
years. A repeal would also eliminate the requirement of school boards and charter governing
bodies to prioritize the resources of a school earning a D or F toward “proven programs and
methods linked to improved student achievement.”

PERFORMANCE IMPLICATIONS

PED would need to revamp the accountability framework to respond to this repeal if it results in
a revised statewide accountability system.




ADMINISTRATIVE IMPLICATIONS

A fully staffed Accountability Bureau is able to complete the calculations required to implement
a statewide accountability system without any additional staffing resources.

CONFLICT, DUPLICATION, COMPANIONSHIP, RELATIONSHIP

There is a relationship between HB 639 and SB 229. Both HB 639 and SB 229 both would
repeal the A-B-C-D-F Schools Rating Act. SB 229 notes the indicators to be included in the
proposed school support and accountability system along with the resulting designations. SB 229
also stipulates the requirements of a proposed dashboard designed to provide information to
stakeholders and policymakers. HB 639 only calls for the repeal of the A-B-C-D-F Schools
Rating Act.
