SECTION III: NARRATIVE

BILL SUMMARY

Synopsis: Senate Bill 67 (SB67) would appropriate $2 million to the New Mexico
Department of Health (DOH) to expand school-based health clinics for expenditure in FY23 and
subsequent fiscal years.

FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

SB67 appropriates $2 million from the general fund to the DOH for expenditure in FY23 and
subsequent fiscal years to expand school-based health clinics. Any unexpended or unencumbered
balance remaining at the end of a fiscal year shall not revert to the general fund.

SIGNIFICANT ISSUES

General Overview. School-based health centers (SBHCs) are facilities that provide preventive
and primary health care services to students, located on or near a school campus. In New
Mexico, more than 70 SBHCs provide a variety of health care and behavioral health services (see
Table 1), which students may not have access to otherwise. Additionally, SBHCs help reduce the
time students are away from school due to health reasons.

Return on Investment. A 2015 analysis by Ginn & Associates found school-based health care
administered to 14,777 students in New Mexico in the 2013-2014 school year yields a return of
$7.01 for every dollar expended.



About SBHCs. SBHCs function separately from, and in cooperation with, the school nurse’s
office. According to the New Mexico Alliance for School-Based Health Care, a nonprofit
organization that represents SBHCs in New Mexico, SBHCs include a team of qualified
multidisciplinary professionals, typically employed by a community-based health organization,
that supports the health, well-being, and success of students. The health care providers and
physical characteristics of SBHCs can vary based on student need and facility resources, among
other influencing factors. The ideal SBHC model includes integrated physical and behavioral
health care services. At a minimum, primary care, including urgent, acute, prevention, and
wellness care, is at the core. In addition to behavioral health, SBHCs may also offer expanded
services, such as substance abuse support, dental health, reproductive health, nutrition education,
case management, and health promotion. SBHCs provide a youth-friendly environment designed
to meet the unique health care needs of all youth, through supportive and collaborative
relationships with youth, families, school administration, school health staff (e.g. school nurse,
school counselor, health educator), school districts, and boards. Some SBHCs expand their
services to other people in the community, including school staff, student family members, or the
community at large.
