The Operational Expenditure Tables below highlight Southwest Preparatory Learning Center’s 

ongoing commitment to providing an exceptional educational experience for all students 
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through the strategic expenditure of public funds.  The Tables demonstrate a focused 

utilization of operational funds at the classroom level as they capture spending on teacher and 

educational assistant salaries in addition to the purchase of instructional materials, content area 

curriculum, and supplies, all of which underlie student success. 
  

Expenditures on functions 1000 and 2100 averaged 59% across the current charter contract 

term.  These values do not fully capture the school’s financial focus on instruction and student 

support as a significant portion of the CARES and ESSER grant funds were utilized to provide 

for an educational interventionist, further social emotional supports, an educational assistant, 

in addition to more thorough cleaning and air quality improvements that improved the safe 

operation of the facility. 

 

SPLC’s administrative costs include the salaries and benefits of the Head Administrator, 

Business Manager, and Registrar, all of whom function to ensure compliance with State and 

Federal requirements in addition to the effective operation of the school. 

 

SPLC’s maintenance and operations expenditures include the facility sub-lease, utility 

payments, and the costs associated with maintenance and cleaning necessary to ensure the 

environment is safe for students and staff.
